The concerned institute should be registered under the Registration Act,

Q\ 860 and Bombay Public Trustees Administration Act, 1950 or Bombay Public

Trust Act 1950.

3.2 The building of the School and adjacent area should be clean, secured and
enhance the education.

3.3 School should appoint teachers with the requisite professions and
qualifications prescribed by the State on such salary and terms of appointments as
prescribed by the State from time to time.

3.4 School should have adequate financial, physical and administrative facilities
to start the smooth functioning of the School.

3.5 School should implement the syllabus prescribed by the State from time to
time. School should also implement the syllabus, Text Books, Method of
Evaluation, School and co-school activities and make all facilities available for
such activities.

3.6  The institute should keep maintain the prescribed register books updated and
secured for the School staff and students.

3.7 Tt is necessary to maintain the appropriate environment in the school which
is supportive to the education. It is also necessary to educate about discipline,
promptness, attentive and regular attendance, to students of the School.

3.8 No change will be allowed to the school in the future in respect of its
Medium of education and its address, chosen at the time of permission.

3.9 School should comply with all orders, method of functioning and rules as
may be prescribed by the State from time to time.

310 School should take adequate precautions at the time of providing admission
to students that it should not affect other primary schools approved in the same

area.

3.11 If the school started at the location other than the place approved by the
State, the permission provided by the State stands automatically cancelled.

3.12 If the Institute fails to start the school in the academic year permitted by the
State, the application for renewal of permission should made to the appropriate
authority within the said academic year, otherwise the sanction provided by the
State considered to be cancelled.

Teacher staff should be appointed strictly in compliance with the prescribed

Group Selection and staff should get approved every year.
School fees should be charged in compliance with the prescribed procedure.

Students should be admitted within the prescribed limit.

It is obligatory to comply with the suggestions and orders given by State
from time to time.

8. The relevant primary approval is temporary in nature and after five years of
period, this office will consider the issue of permanent approval. However the
School and Institute should continue to comply with the conditions specified under
Code 3 of the Secondary School code.

Other Conditions: -

In terms of Order dated 14.04.2009 issued by the Supreme Court in Public
Interest Litigation, the following conditions should be complied with.

1. School should install the fire fighting system within six months.

2. No fire sensitive or dangers things should be kept in the School building.

3. The training should be provided to the relevant Staff and other staff of
the school to use the fire fighting instruments.

4. Before granting the permission, it is required to be ascertained that the
relevant school building is secured in all respect and is build in
compliance with the norms prescribed under the National Building Code
of India. It is obligatory on the Education Officer (Secondary) produce
such certificate.

5. Every school building should get inspected regularly in order to ensure
the security. The responsible officer should strictly comply with this
requirement. The non-disciplinary action will be taken against the
concerned officer and other staff who fails to comply with the above
requirement.
