Introduction : -

The Government of Maharashtra has passed the Maharashtra Self-financed School

(Establishment and Management) Act 2012 [Act 1 of 2013], in order to establish new schools on
self-financed basis; as also to make provisions for raising the standard of the existing schools
running higher primary or Secondary or Higher Secondary classes - as the case may be ; to raise the
standard of the existing schools; to invite application for the same and grant permission following

the set procedure; and this Act is in force from the academic year 2013-14. Additionally, to allow

existing English medium schools desirous of getting affiliated with the Boards like CBSE, ICSE, IB,

L. IGCSE, and CIE etc, and issue them the necessary “No Objection certificates” a procedure is set vide

Government Resolution dated 20t June 2012.

Applications were invited, till 08t August 2013, for recognition to start new schools on self-
financed basis; to raise the standard of the existing schools for the year 2014-15. The Government
was thinking of taking action on deserving proposals after their due scrutiny. Considering all the

b. In case of the Management Committees who are considered to be eligible by this order,

but who do not fulfill the requisite conditions, they shall have to make good for the
conditions that are presently not fulfilled and shall start the school within eighteen
months from the date of this resolution; failing which this permission shall stand

cancelled.

¢. The Management Committees or the Educational Institutes desirous of affiliating their
Institutes to the Boards like CBSE, ICSE, IB, IGCSE, and CIE etc., and whose proposals for
Recognition are considered to be eligible by the Government will be required to obtain
the necessary recognition for their schools and then they can get the necessary No
Objection Certificate (NOC) as per the General Policy of the Government Resolution
dated 20t June 2012. Such Institutes shall apply along with the letter of recognition for
the No Objection Certificate (NOC) once their schools are duly recognized by the District
Educational Officer (Primary) / District Educational Officer (Secondary)/Educational
Inspector (Greater Mumbai), as per paragraph 10, of the said resolution. Such an
application shall be scrutinized and if the concerned school fulfils the set Terms,
Conditions and criteria, then the necessary NOC for affiliation to these Boards will be

issued to such Management Committees,

2.3 The New Schools or the schools considered to be eligible for raising the standard as
per the enclosed annexure shall -
(i) Follow the orders and Procedures issued/set by the Government from time to time,
(ii) Abide by all the provisions of the Maharashtra self-financed school (Establishment
And Management) Act 2012 [Act 1 of 2013].

2.4 All the concerned Deputy Directors of Education will be responsible for conveying this

Order to all the Management Committees and Educational Institutes involved.

2.5 The concerned competent authorities shall ensure that the provisions of the Right of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education (RTE) Act 2009, are fulfilled before

issuing the first recognition letter.




2.6 The Educational Institute cannot change the Medium of instruction nor the locat
of the school (for which the application is made) in future. In case the school is
started at a place other than the place for which the permission is granted, this
permission shall automatically stand cancelled.

2.7 U-DISE data - In order to be able to enter the data in the District wise U-DISE
(Unified District Information System of Education) the concerned Management
Committee or Institute shall be responsible for registering their school under the
separate category The Institute recognized under the self-financed principle. For
all further execution in this regard the Project Director, Maharashtra Primary
Education Council Mumbai is appointed as the Nodal Officer. Further, the
concerned school shall put up a public sign board carrying the matter “New school
recognized under the Self- Financed schools/School recognized under raising the

standard of Self- Financed schools” for the information of the general public.
