The S.S.P. Education Society, Dapodi, Pune had presented an application for starting a new
school namely Ganesh International School, Survey No. 15/1/2/3/4/5, Dapodi, Pune (Primary to
Higher Secondary, Std.1% to Std. 12", English Medium, C.B.S.E., All Branches) on the principle of self-
funded from the academic year 2022-23 under the Maharashtra Self-aided Schoois (Establishment
and Regulations) Act, 2012.

2. With reference to your Application, a Letter of Intent was given on the terms and conditions
for starting the construction of the school on the principle of self-funded to Ganesh International
School, S.No. 15/1/2/3/4/5, Dapodi, Pune (Primary to Higher Secondary), Std. 1* to Std. 12%, run by
S.S.P. Education Society, Dapodi, Pune under the Maharashtra Self-funded Schools (Establishment
and Regulation) Act, 2012 and Maharashtra Self-funded Schools (Establishment and Regulation)
Rules, 2020, since the academic year 2022-23. Now since the academic year 2023-24, the
recognition of starting the said new school, is being given subject to following terms and conditions:-

3. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1) The proposed School, will comply with all the standards, terms and conditions
determined by the Right of Children to Free and Compuisory Education Act, 2009
and the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules,
2011 and the instructions given by the Government vide this Act or the standards or
the Authenticators or terms and conditions given by the Government vide this Act.
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It Is compulsory for the Registered Soclety or the Trust or the Company to abide by
all the standards, terms and conditions determined by the Self-funded Schools
(Establishment and Regulations) Act, 2012 or that of the standards and terms and
conditions specified by the Government from time to time.

For the affiliation of C.B.S.E. or C.I.S.C.E. or C.A.LE. or L.B. Boards, it is compulsory
for the managements of the desirous schools to obtain No Objection Certificate from
the Government as per instructions given by the Government from time to time.
Before starting the academic year sanctioned by the Government, the School
management will inform the Education Officer of the concerned District.

A permission given for establishing a new school under the provisions of this Act or
far improving the grade of the school, will only be for the year for which the same is
sanctioned.

If the School Management fails to start the school within 18 months, the recognition
letter issued will get cancelled.

The medium, place of school sanctioned to the School Management could not be
changed in future without the permission of the Government.

If the School Management would have establi§hed a school at any other place than
the place to which sanction is given by thekaovemment, the permission to that
school will be cancelled.

It has been provided that, the recruitment of teaching and nen-teaching staff in the
seif-funded school, should be made as per prevailing rules and regulations of the
Government.
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At the time of filling the distri
has been granted, will fill in the information as “self-funded school” as a separate
category and will obtain U.D.I.S.E. number. In this regard, the Director of State
Project, Maharashtra Primary Education Council, Mumbai has been declared to be
the Nodal Officer.

The Seheo! Management will put a board of “Self-funding Approved School” on the
entrance gate of the school area.

For the reason of breach of any of the provisions of this Act or Rules made
thereunder or for the reason of failure in following the standards or authenticators or
terms and conditions specified by the Government from time to time, the State

Government can cancel the given Consent Letter at any time.
